lntroduction

The Bund

Shanghai is called “Hu'" or “Shen™ for
short. It is one of the four municipalities
directly under the central government and
has been renowned as *‘Oriental Pearl”. Be-
ing the largest economic center in China,
it covers a total area of 6, 340 sq km, with
the city proper covering an area of about
740 sq km. At present it is in charge of 18
districts and one county with a total popu-
lation of 13.6 million. The four seasons
in Shanghai are distinctly separated with
spring and autumn being short and sum-
mer and winter being a bit longer. During
the Warring States Period, the western part
of Shanghai was under the governance of
Lord Chunshen, a noble of the Kingdom
of Chu. Later “Shen” or “Chunshen”
became a shortened name for Shanghai.
In the Eastern Jin Dynasty (317-420) Yu
built *Hudulei™ in Shanghai to prevent the
coastline from being eroded by the sea
water. Hence another shortened name
“Hu™ came into being.

Shanghai has been well known for be-
ing a prosperous intemnational metropolis.
It possesses such tourist attractions as the
Oriental Pearl TV Tower, the Shanghai
Museum, the Shanghai Grand Theatre, the
Shanghai Circus Center, Jinmao Tower,
the Shanghai Global Financial Center and

maglev trains. Besides, Shang-
hai Tourism Festival and Shang-
hai International Art Festival
also attract more and more visi
tors from home and abroad. The
architecture complex located on
the Bund Built between 1873

and 1937, reputed as “exposi-
tion of architecture from vari-
ous countries”, perfectly re-
flects Shanghai’s development
in the recent hundred years,
and is an important witness o
the cultural exchange between
China and the West. Besides,
